Italy is located in the South of Europe. Italy consists
of the Italian Peninsula, Sicily and Sardinia, the two
largest islands in the Mediterranean Sea. At 301,338
sgquare kilometers (116,347 sqg mi).

With a population of around 60 million people, it is
the world's twentythird most popul ous country. Density
of population is around 200/square kilometers.
Italy is a Republic, with an elected legislature, the
Parliament, that consists of the Senate of the Republic
(Upper house) and Chamber of Deputies (Lower
House). Italy is afounding member of what is now the
European Union, the local currency is Euro.
Administratively, Italy consists of 20 regions (regioni).
The country is further divided into 110 provinces
(province) and 8,100 municipalities (comuni).
Roman Catholicismis by far the largest religionin the
country, altough the Chatolic Church is no longer
officially the state religion.

Despite its large population and densely populated
regions, Italy has a lot of areas of wilderness that
support the natural area and 5 Geoparks.
The country isrichly endowed with natural resources.
The capital and largest city of Italy is Rome (41°N,
29°E). The climate in Italy is higly diverse according
to the different regions. In the north is humid and may
vary from continental to temperate. In the south it is
more Mediterranean and mild.
